The objective of the present Agreement is to guarantee the full and effective implementation in Latin America and the Caribbean of the rights of
access to environmental information, public participation in the environmental decision-making process and access to justice in environmental
matters, and the creation and strengthening of capacities and cooperation, contributing to the protection of the right of every person of present and
future generations to live in a healthy environment and to sustainable development.

Each Party shall guarantee the right of every person to live in a healthy environment and any other universally-recognized human right related to the
present Agreement.

10.2
Each Party, in line with its capacities, may take, inter alia, the following measures:

10.2.a
train authorities and civil servants on environmental access rights;

10.2.b
develop and strengthen environmental law and access rights awareness-raising and capacity-building programmes for, inter alia, the public, judicial
and administrative officials, national human rights institutions and jurists;

10.2.c
provide the competent institutions and entities with adequate equipment and resources;

10.2d
promote education and training on, and raise public awareness of, environmental matters, through, inter alia, basic educational modules on access
rights for students at all levels of education;

10.2.e
develop specific measures for persons or groups in vulnerable situations, such as providing interpreters or translators in languages other than
official languages when necessary;

10.2.f
acknowledge the importance of associations, organizations or groups that train the public on or raise public awareness of access rights;

10.2.9
strengthen capabilities to collect, retain and evaluate environmental information.
